"I will be collecting your completed questionnaires (via email or snail mail) from now until August 31, 
2015.  After that I will be working hard to match you up with a new Secret Pal.  This process is very 
confusing and has me scratching my head and talking to myself, but I think itôs worth it when I see the 
delight on the faces of the folks as they open their gifts.  After I take the forms and associate each person 
with another and assign Secret Pals, the forms will be sent to the Giver and a copy retained for the files.  I 
am not a participant. 
 
During the months of Septem ber through May , using the suggestions from the questionnaire, the Giver 
is asked to bring a gift for the Recipient.  The gifts should cost between $10.00 and $12.00, or be a block 
or handcrafted item you made.  The gift(s) may be something from the questionnaire or just a warm fuzzy 
you think that person would appreciate.  Remember, itôs OK to use your 40% discount coupons or get 
sale items if you think this person would appreciate them. 
 
The gifts should be wrapped or bagged and tagged with the Recipients name clearly marked.  These gifts 
will be placed on the table designated as the ñSECRET PAL DROP OFFò.  During the break or after the 
meeting, as a Recipient you will look for your gift. 
 
Periodically, it is encouraging for the Recipient to send a ñThank Youò note and/or token to the giver.  
This can be done in the same way as the gifts are exchanged--by placing them on the Secret Pal Drop-off 
table.  The envelope should read ñTo (your name goes here)ôs Secret Palò.  I will be sure your Giver 
receives it. 
 
In April 2015 , Recipients will receive a copy of the Giver's formðwith the name cut off so it stays a 
secret.  This form will be used to provide a ñThank Youò gift for the Pal who has been surprising you and 
thinking about you and learning about you for the last few months.  This gift exchange will take place 
during the May 2015 meeting.
