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AUGUST MEETING (See Tea & Quilt Auction for photo) 
 
SURPRISE TRUNK SHOW 
We have asked two of our members to bring items for a trunk show.  These two members have very dif-
ferent styles, and not everything will be quilts.  You have to be here to see who we have asked to partici-
pate.  I assure you, you won't be disappointed.  
 
Bring a few fat quarters to join us in playing Fat Quarter Fun- but be prepared to lose some, or win 
more! We are going to try out a new (to us) game using fat quarters at our August meeting.  Bring up to 
3 fat quarters, folded in 8ths.  We will have 4 tables playing LRC (right, left, center) with the fat quarters, 
and you might be the winner of all the fat quarters in the round at your table.   
 
Please choose fabric that you would like to win.  If you have a stash, you don't need to go out and buy 
fat quarters.  They are simply a half yard (18") of fabric, cut in half down the middle vertically.  They 
measure 18" by half the width of the fabric (usually 20-22")  Each fat quarter will have a selvage edge on 
one side, and you get 2 out of a half yard of fabric, hence the name "fat quarter". 
 
If we decide we want to, we may play this again, asking members to bring seasonal fabric fat quarters.  

Our workshop, "Presents" quilt, will be for members only and taught by Bev Tyler.  There is a kit fee of 

$29.  Each participant will donate one block to make a quilt for the Tea and Quilt Auction.  This fee will 

provide enough fabric to make 20 blocks (one to be donated), and includes the cost of finishing the quilt 

for the Tea. Participants will trade their blocks with others to get a variety of "presents" for their own quilt. 

SEPTEMBER MEETING   
Author and Quilt Designer Shelley Swanland is our guest speaker at our September meeting. Those of 
you returning from a summer of travel need to mark your calendars for September 1. Since most schools 
are starting in August, many of us will be ready and anxious to get back to quilting. 
 
Shelleyôs lecture is called ñCathedral Windows and Moreò  It is a trunk show that is a collection of ap-
proximately forty quilts from the last eight years. Quilts from her books, "Machine Stitched Cathe-
dral  Windows" and "Machine Stitched Cathedral Stars" are included as well as quilts from articles, her 
Simply Quilts appearance and her patterns. It also includes current works, personal stories and anec-
dotes from experiences in the world of quilt designing.

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OCTOBER MEETING  
 
Our October speaker and teacher is fiber artist, designer, quilter, and author, Grace J. Errea. She began 
quilting in 2000. Her art focuses on the depiction of inspiring scenes in a value based contemporary-
realistic manner. She feels very fortunate to have many of her first quilts become exhibited in juried 
shows and be recognized for their innovation in technique and depiction of nature and people. 
 
In 2005 she chose to retire from a very successful career as an executive in a Fortune 500 computer 
and telecommunications company to devote herself to her art on a full-time basis. Grace is a self-taught 
artist and her work illustrates and has been recognized for exceptional primary use of values and secon-
dary use of color. Her focus on value makes it easy for her and her students to create inspiring botani-
cals, landscape scenes and portraits, in any color. 
 
Grace designs quilt patterns for Hoffman of California Fabrics in Mission Viejo, CA.  Her patterns can be 
found in prestigious catalogs such as Keepsake Quilting, Nancyôs Notions, and Hancock of Padu-
cah.  She is the author of the C&T book entitled: Impressionist Appliqué ï  Exploring Value and Design 
to Create Artistic Quilts.  amazingquiltsbygrace.com  
 
In our workshop, you will learn to use an appliqué technique so new and revolutionary that you will use 
nothing else once you try it. It is easy, foolproof and the results are always amazing.  This technique 
leaves the quilt and the fabric soft and manageable, not stiff and board-like, as fusible webs and glues 
do. The best however, is that you can do raw edge  appliqué without any fraying edges!! This technique 
produces a no-fray raw edge appliqué  as a result. 
 
You will be amazed and love the process and the results! and will never go back to fusing, gluing, or pin-
ning and stitching with nylon thread, ever again! 
 
In addition, participants will learn about the Value of using Value in their quilting. This workshop is well 
worth the investment. 
 
To practice these techniques you will have a choice of wonderful patterns. Grace provides a kit for $18 
that includes the pattern of your choice , and the Heat-Set product. Here are a couple of examples:
